I am pleased to announce that Drop Squad Kitchen  
is now under the supervision of the Vaad 
HaKashrut of Delaware . The kitchen becomes the 
first kosher restaurant in Wilmington in over 20 
years. The restaurant is vegan, though dairy ice 
cream is served as well (therefore the restaurant 
has been certified as Kosher Dairy).  
 
Drop Squad Kitchen is located on the Wilmington 
Riverfront at 928 Justison St. Its phone number is 
302 -984 -2773.  
 
How does one Kasher  in a nutshell?  
 
Obviously all non -kosher ingredients must be 
removed. Pots, pans, utensils and ovens must be 

kashered . After a cooking implement has not been 
used for 24 hours, any food taste that was 
absorbed into the utensil becomes Pigum  
(nullified). In other words, the taste of the non -
kosher food loses it pungency; therefore, the non -
kosher implement can no longer infuse the kosher 
food with its non -kosher taste and render it non -
kosher. Consequently, implements that are being 
koshered should be cleaned, allowed to sit for 24 
hours and then undergo Hagalah  (immersion in 
boiling water). One can also kasher  through the 
process of Leboon  (which comes from the word  
Lavan  white), which means exposing the utensil to 
a fiery white heat to remove the non -kosher taste. 
Using a blow torch or running the self -cleaning 
mode on an oven are forms of Leboon . The above -
mentioned practices are based on Bnei Yisraelõs 
kashering  of utensils captured in the battle with 
the Midianites (Num. 31:21 -24).  
Important caveats to the above:  

1.  Kli Heres  (earthenware) cannot be koshered 
once non -kosher taste has been cooked into 
it.  

2. There is more stringency involved in the

In general I suggest replacing 
them for the sake of convenience and safety.  

3. One can make a dairy implement meat and vice versa, but our sages 
established the rule that we should have separate implements for meat 
and dairy as a safeguard to avoid confusion.  

4. The rules above also apply to 
kashering  for Pesach.
